The event will feature a special performance
by clarinetist Timothy Lien, winner of the New Jersey Symphony Youth Orchestra’s 2023 Henry Lewis
Concerto Competition, as he joins the Symphony for the first movement of Ludwig Spohr’s Clarinet
Concerto in C Minor, Op.26.

Attendees are encouraged to park in the Liberty State Park Light Rail parking lot. Shuttle buses will run
from the Light Rail lot to the Green Ring in Liberty State Park between 6 p.m. and 10:30 p.m. Blankets
and chairs are also encouraged for comfortable seating on the Green Ring.

In addition to the July 2 concert, the New Jersey Symphony Chamber Players will also perform three
chamber music concerts at Hamilton Park in Jersey City. These concerts are free for the public and made
possible in partnership with the Hamilton Park Neighborhood Association. The series will feature a variety
of repertoire, including a celebration of the best of Bollywood's Hindi-language film genre and an
exhilarating program curated by the orchestra's Resident Artistic Catalyst, Daniel Bernard Roumain. The
Hamilton Park concert dates are as follows:
